Our site's registration form requires users to give us contact information, including their name and 
email address. We use donor contact information from the registration form to send the user our 
electronic communications and other information about Thresholds.

Users may opt-out of receiving future mailings by following the opt-out link 
included in all electronic communications. Credit card information that is collected is used to 
process your donation, and is not kept on file for any future use. Your credit card information is 
processed using licensed, secure software.
